Message from our Mayor Lynda Pace Avery 
 

After what seems to have been an age we are now emerging from lockdown and 
trying to get back to some sort of normality, not just for us as individuals but for 
the town as a whole. 
The Gardening Club have held a Llanwrtyd in Bloom as a way of acknowledging all 
the work we did in our gardens during lockdown.  The Town Council received a 
grant in kind from Local Places for Nature & Keep Wales Tidy, consisting of a raised 
bed and trellis, plants, compost, topsoil, bulbs, tools, bird boxes and bird seed.  
The raised bed has been installed at Dolwen Field to the right of the pavilion.  The 
bulbs will be planted later in the year. 
The Dolwen: Recreation for All committee are in a position to begin work on the 
field.  The first of five elements of the project will be starting in the autumn.  A

will be installed.  This will mean that the Pavilion can be rented out for birthday 
parties or training.

Work has also begun on clearing the old WI garden just inside the gate on the left 
hand side of the field, this will then be the start of the sensory trail.  Some 
volunteers have come forward to help but more help is needed to clear the 
undergrowth. 
The businesses are opening.  Peter Cook is open, as is the new shop, Cupboards 
and Cake.  The Belle Vue, Caffi Sospan, The Drovers Rest and the Stonecroft are all 
open, customers have to sit outside, and the businesses themselves are grappling 
with the government guidance.  However from Monday 3rd August we will be able 
to sit inside the cafes, restaurants and pubs.  The Neuadd Arms will be unveiling 
its new interiors. 
From 16 August members of the community who have been shielding will at last 
be able to enjoy some of the relaxation of restrictions many of us are all beginning

Shades of Green will also reopen by 
appointment. LWAS (The Garage) will continue to offer the town a means to shop 
local.

The money raised 
for the Llanwrtyd Sewists to make their scrubs and masks which were donated to 
NHS staff and keyworkers, Marie Evans, and her Body Shop Customers who 
donated hand creams and shampoo to the NHS and keyworkers whose hands 
were suffering from constant hand washing. The volunteer shoppers and drivers 



who helped their neighbours quietly without a fuss.  You have the heartfelt thanks 
of myself and Llanwrtyd Wells Town Council.
